Fall Membership Meeting

October 18, 2009

The fall membership meeting of the Springdale USBC Association was called to order by President Dena Bunch at 1:30 p.m.  at Springdale Bowl.  There were three officers, five directors, one youth representative and fifteen members present.  President Bunch thanked everyone for attending.


Association Manager Linda Papczynski presented the printed minutes of the March 7, 2009 Annual Meeting to the members.  With a motion and a second the minutes were approved as printed.  The Acts of the Board of Directors meeting September 20, 2009 were also printed and passed out by Linda.  With a motion and a second, the Acts of the Board of Directors were approved as read.  

Also presented by Linda was the printed financial statement to the members.  Checking account balance as of July 31, 2009 was $2,307.98 with $484.72 held in reserve from the old WBA and for payroll taxes to be paid in January, 2010. Under committee reports, Dena Bunch discussed the changes made in the local awards program for the 2009-2010 season.  Changes for the 250 local awards will be an emblem instead of key chains.   The yearly bars will be redesigned making them a little bigger. 
           Audra Holt reported that the youth bowlers will be having 2 fundraisers.  They will be selling tickets in the fall for a bowling ball.  There will be one ball for each location, Springdale and Fayetteville.  Another fundraiser will be held in January for B-B-Q ribs.  They will be selling these for Super Bowl.  All proceeds will go to Youth Scholarships.  

Debbie Tisdell, Fundraiser Chairperson, reported that the association will 

have a bake sale and working on a T-Shirt Design to sell.  No dates were given for the bake sale or when T-Shirts would be available for sale.  


Dena Bunch reported on the Women’s and Open Championship Tournaments.  Both tournaments will be held at the same time.  Doubles, singles and make-up teams will be bowled on February 6 and 7, 2010 with league teams bowling during the week starting on February 1st.  Entry fee will be $20.00 per person per event.  Deadline for entries will be January 17, 2010 Ray Kettley spoke on the men’s open tournament and proposed maybe having a sponsorship fee to pay for entries next year.  Randy Foglesong said that they had tried that in the past and said that the sponsorship fee was voted down.  President Dena Bunch asked all members on how we could get more entries for tournaments.  Joyce Bolton suggested that maybe the Board Members need to go to each league and talk to officers and bowlers.  She also suggested that maybe have door prizes.  The women 
have done this in the past.  Also discussed was discussed the possibility having average divisions as well as having a mixed doubles tournament.  Rules for a mixed doubles tournament will have to be presented to the Board.  President Dena Bunch asked for everyone’s help promoting tournaments.   

Cherry Immel reported that nominations for the Hall of Fame will need to be in by December 31st.  Anyone who would like to nominate an individual should see Cherry Immel, Chairperson of the Hall of Fame.  She also asked for help distributing forms.  


Debbie Tisdale read minutes from the Women’s State Delegate meeting.  Doug Holt reported on the Men’s State Tournament.  Audra Holt reported on the State Youth.  She went over the levels of coaching for youth level 1, no level 2, gold, silver and bronze.   She reported that the Youth Pepsi Tournament will be in Jonesboro.  State Tournament will be in Fort Smith in 2010 and Cabot 2011.  


Dena Bunch received an endorsement to re-run for 2nd Vice President for State Youth.  Cherry Immel made the motion and Ray Kettley 2nd the motion.  

Election of delegates to the Arkansas State USBC WBA and BA were held.  Elected were:  Linda Papczynski, Altra Mynatt, and Hazel Schuetz as delegates with Debbie Tisdell and Joyce Bolton as alternate to the state WBA.  Randy Foglesong and Chris Sanders were elected as delegates to the state BA.  Russell Bunch was elected USBC delegate. 

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 2:10 PM.
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
