The Springdale USBC Association Annual Meeting was held on March 7, 2009 at AQ Chicken House in Springdale, AR.  The meeting was called to order by President Cherry Immel at 2:01 PM.  There were five officers, eight directors, one youth representative and fifty-six members and twelve visitors present.  


Minutes from the October 28, 2008 Fall Membership Meeting were approved as printed and reviewed.  Association Manager Dena Bunch also reviewed the Acts of the Board of Directors.  Financial report from August 1, 2008 thru March 1, 2009 was reviewed by Association Manager Dena Bunch.  The financial report was approved subject to audit.

Under committee reports, Youth Representative Audra Holt reviewed the activities of the youth program during the season.  The youth held a T-Shirt design for the T-Shirts to be worn at state tournament in Mountain Home.  Audra told the membership that the youth held their City Tournament that morning and thanked everyone who donated to the scholarship fund for the tournament.  A total of $1,450.00 in scholarships was offered to the youth during the tournament.  Under the fundraising committee, Joyce Bolton told the membership that a bake sale was held this season with $335.85 being raised.  She said they had fun doing the sale and thanked everyone for donating money, cooking supplies to make it possible.  She polled the members if the committee should to the sale again next season.  Association Manager Dena Bunch reviewed the Open and Women’s Tournaments held in February.  This year both the open and women’s tournaments were held at the same time.  Prize money will be distributed later in the meeting.


President Cherry Immel inducted Lula Hulsey, Charlie Cromwell, Charles Sisco and Mae Etta Matthews into the Springdale USBC Hall of Fame.  She spoke on each inductee’s accomplishments in bowling.  Each inductee was presented a Hall of Fame Certificate with a plaque for each to follow.  The meeting recessed at this point so everyone could enjoy the Hall of Fame cake and to congratulate each inductee. 


The meeting was called back to order with 55 members returning and eligible to vote.  President Immel asked if there was any old business.  There was none.  Under new business, President Immel reviewed the proposed amendment to the local association dues.  The proposed amendment was to increase the local dues from $4.00 to $10.00.  President Immel told the membership that Association Manager had prepared a printed spreadsheet listing all associations in the state and the amount of dues that they collected.  Russell Bunch, who submitted the proposed amendment, moved that the proposed amendment be amended from $10.00 down to $6.00.  The proposed amendment to increase the local association dues from $4.00 to $6.00 was approved.

Election of officers and directors were held.  Elected were Dena Bunch, President, Jon Robinson, 2nd Vice-President, Russell Bunch, Director 1, Bob Smith, Director #2, Doug Holt, Director 3 and Bob Beauchesne, Director 4. 

The awards bar was discussed during the balloting of officers and directors.  It was suggested that each bar award be identified with the type of award instead of just the year.  It was announced that on March 21 a Handicap Tournament would be held at Springdale Bowl.  Entry fee would be $35.00 and handicap would be 80% of 200.  


There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 3:43 PM and prize money for the Open and Women’s Tournaments were distributed.
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
